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For some time it has been apparent that the communities 
of the Winterbourne Valley and Compton Valence 
increasingly lack the strength of numbers and support any 
longer to maintain four separate and effective church 
parishes.  

In 2003 this resulted in the change from a full-time to a 
part-time house-for-duty priest (HfD) and then in 2009 the 
three Valley parishes were combined into one, The 
Winterbournes, and our benefice was placed in the care of 
the Team Rector of the Dorchester Benefice, who became 
our Priest-in-Charge also. This informal arrangement 
maintained the separateness of our benefice while giving 
our part-time priest a degree of support from Dorchester. 

The new Team Rector, Canon Thomas Woodhouse, 
proposes to take this informal arrangement to its logical 
conclusion by uniting the Benefice of The Winterbournes 
and Compton Valence with the Benefice of Dorchester, to 
create a new benefice to be known as óThe Benefice of 
Dorchester and The Winterbournesô. Under this new 

arrangement we will continue to have the active support of 
Dorchesterôs clergy and Licensed Lay Ministers and access 
to facilities that we do not have ourselves, while still 
maintaining our separate identity through the PCCs of 
The Winterbournes and Compton Valence, as presently 
constituted. The attached diagrams show the present and 
proposed new arrangements. 

This proposal has been discussed by the four PCCs, which 
have agreed to it in principle, and will be published shortly 
for general consultation within the communities of both 
Benefices. This is the start of a process which, barring any 
unresolvable objections which are sustained by the Church 
Commissioners, will result in the outcome mentioned 
above. The timescale of this outcome depends upon the 
agreement, or otherwise, of the communities involved but 
could be complete by the end of this year. Further details 
will be published as this process unfolds. 
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I am grateful to John Crawford, Churchwarden of St. Michael the Archangel, Winterbourne Steepleton, for 
preparing the article which appears below.  Johnôs words and diagram set out the direction of travel; if you 
would like to chat with about the plans then give me a ring or come and visit me at the Rectory.

A new addition to the legislation is that if you have 
devalued the goods by handling them more than you 
would be able to in a shop, then the seller will now be 
able to reduce the amount that they refund you by the 
difference in value.  Of course, if you are returning the 
product because it is faulty then a reduction would not 
apply.

Are you aware that your rights are changing when 
shopping online, by telephone or mail order? 
 
Currently, as you may be aware, you have seven days to 
cancel an order which has been made for most goods or 
services by ódistanceô, such as when you ordering online, 
by telephone, or by mail order. You have the right to 
cancel for ANY reason, including simply changing your 
mind and returning the goods for a FULL refund, 
although you may have to pay for the return postage costs 
if that was specified in the terms of the contract when you 
placed your order. 
 
From the 13 June 2014, the law is changing.  From this 
date you will have 14 days to change your mind and cancel 
the contract. 
 
Obviously, there are exceptions to this rule and your 
cancellation rights do not apply to the following: 
¶ prescribed medicines 
¶ taxis 
¶ magazine subscriptions 
¶ auctions

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St Christopher's, Winfrith Newburgh, wins 
prize for years of support for Ride+Stride. 

St Christopherôs Church in Winfrith Newburgh has been 
awarded the prestigious Morshead Trophy by the Dorset 
Historic Churches Trust for raising money in the annual 
Ride+Stride fundraising 
event. 

During the event, 
participants cycle, walk and 
even horse ride to as many 
churches as possible between 
10am and 6pm. Participants 
follow their own routes 
across the country, with 
money raised being shared 
between their own church 
and their county's Historic 
Churches Trust. In Dorset, 
the Morshead Trophy, 
named after the county 
trust's founder, Sir Owen 
Morshead, is presented to 
the parish that has, in the 
opinion of the Trustees, 
achieved the most 
impressive results. 

This year, the trophy was 
presented to Julian 
Cherryson, organist at St 
Christopherôs Church, who received it on behalf of 
Winfrith Newburgh parish. Julian inspired the parish to 
raise £1,424 in the 2013 event and Trustees were 
particularly impressed by the consistency of Julianôs 
efforts, which have raised over £7,000 over the past seven 
years. 

Julian commented: ñIôm thrilled that the Morshead 
Trophy has been presented to Winfrith Newburgh parish. 
The church itself recently benefited from a generous grant 
of £10,000 from the Trust which has gone a long way 

towards paying 
for our 
programme of 
roof repairs.ò 

Julian, who 
suffers from 
autism which 
makes 
cycling difficult 
for him, says 
that he has 
been inspired 

by his sponsors to ride an average of 58 miles and to visit 
33 churches each year for the past seven years. His 
Ride+Stride hymn, which is set to the tune Sing 
Hosannah, was first sung at the Trustôs jubilee in 2010, 
and was sung again at Winfrith Newburgh this 
week.            

Simon Pomeroy, Chairman of the Dorset Historic 
Churches Trust, added: ñThis annual celebration gives us 
the perfect opportunity to say thank you to our Trustees, 
Deanery Representatives and all the parishes that take part 
in Ride+Stride. Last year, we were able to award a total of 
£100,000 in grants to churches across Dorset and that just 
would not have been possible without our riders and 
striders. We were delighted to award the trophy to 
Winfrith Newburgh parish this year and look forward to 
this yearôs Ride+Stride on Saturday 13th September!ò  

Last year, in Dorset alone, Ride+Stride involved 200 
parish and church communities of all denominations and 
raised a record £75,000 for the Trust ï over £12,000 more 
than in 2012.

Archdeacon of Sherborne Paul Taylor, Julian Cherryson, Reverend Nicola Coleman, 
DHCT Chairman Simon Pomeroy, Church Warden Giles Marsh and Deanery

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I am a Priest in the Church of 
England, now retired, but helping 
out at St Peter's and other places in 
the Salisbury Diocese  and other 

Dioceses. I was in the first group of women who were 
ordained into the priesthood of the Church of England, 
in the Bristol group of 12th March 1994. 
  
All those who were ordained throughout the year of 1994 
were invited to attend a service to mark the occasion of 
twenty years, in St Paul's Cathedral, on 3rd May. About 
700 women were ordained to the priesthood in that year 
and many of us had served as deaconess and deacon for 
some years before. I went along for the service and Revd 
Vicky Thurtell came to the service also. It was great to 
have her supportive presence there. It was a beautiful 
sunny day and as we all gathered on the steps of St Paul's 
for a photograph to include Archbishop Justin Welby. We 
wondered where 20 years had gone and memories of that 
day on 12th March 1994 flooded back.  
  
As we entered St Paul's 
cathedral, there was a 
standing ovation of 
clapping and cheering 
which was very affirming 
bringing tears to the eyes of 
some of us. No doubt many 
like me were reflecting on 
the years and the scars we 
carry from the 
misunderstanding from a 
minority. This is 
outmatched however, by 
the love and joy in our 

ministries experienced in congregations up and down the 
country and in a sense of the fulfilment in living out to 
the best of our ability and gifts, the vocation to which we 
are called.  
  
This is what was written in Church Times: "The 20th 
anniversary of the first ordination of women as priests in 
the Church of England on Saturday was, the Archbishop 
of Canterbury confirmed, "party time". About 700 of those 
ordained in 1994 attended the service at St Paul's. Many 
arriving after taking part in a walk of witness from 
Westminster Abbey." 
  
I would not describe it as a party, although I know what 
the Archbishop meant, it was indeed a celebration. But for 
me it was more than that. It was a God-filled, breath held 
moment, as bright and yet humbling as our day in 1994 
had been and to me it is an indication that this movement 
can not and should not be quenched, as men and women 
work together in the church for the greater good.

A guest, I answerôd, worthy to be here: 

Love said, You shall be he. 
I the unkind, ungrateful? 

Ah my dear I cannot look on thee. 
 
As a child I recall the pain of eye contact with my parents 
and teachers when I had been unkind or ungrateful. If 
they could not see into me, then my shame and its 
punishment remained unexposed. In Nathan Filerôs award 
winning novel, óThe shock of the fallô, his hero describes 
the worst thing about his mental illness as his selfishness. 
óMental illness turns people inwards. It keeps us forever 
trapped in our minds, in the same way that the pain of a 
limb grabs our attention so much that our good limbs 
cease to existé nearly every thought I have is about me.ô  
 
My own and my familyôs experience echoes this exclusive 
preoccupation with myself. I know my hearing and my 
memory are not what they were, but they are at the mercy 
of my selfishness and my inattention to the words and 
needs of those closest to me. I fear looking upon them 
and seeing how my illness affects them and how little I 
can do about it. 
 

Love took my hand and smiling did reply, 
óWho made the eyes but I?ô 

 

Love smiling puts me in mind of the smiles I enjoy as I 
walk Digger, our dog, to Maunbury Rings.  By smiling and 
greeting people, you could say I persecute them with my 
bon ami. While they are just minding their own business 
with the burdens of their lives weighing them down. I 
imagine Love as full of smiles, smiles we can treasure and 
enjoy in the knowledge that they are Loveôs messengers. 
Thomas had many of us smiling in this service today. 
 

Truth Lord, but I have marrôd them: 
Let my shame go deserve. 

 

Even our creation, as good in Godôs sight, we believe, we 
can spoil and our shame like that of Adam and Eve in the 
garden has us hide away from Love. How difficult it is to 
speak openly about our fears and miseries, our sadness 
and our despair, our doubts and our anger. Shame should 
go where it does deserve, out of the garden.   
 

And know you not who bore the blame? 
 

And know you not who bore the blame? Finally Love 
reveals how humanity is to be healed of our obsession 
with blame and shame, and with beating ourselves or 
somebody else up about it.
